City warns against illegal dumping: February 2004

Buffalo City Municipality has been experiencing great deal of problems with illegal dumping on municipal properties; such as pavements, public open spaces and vacant sites. This follows complaints from concerned residents received at the Municipal Customer Centre. 

The clearing of the dumping, besides costing the municipality thousands of rands per day, is also proving to be quite a health hazard. 

All residents and business are advised that any person found dumping illegally will be liable to specific charges depending on the capacity of refuse. The charge includes the hiring of:-

1. Bell loader which costs approximately R214.00 per hour.

2. 10 cubic meters Tipper Truck is R173.00 per hour for clearing of a dumping this one ton and more.

In order to ensure that people are aware of procedures they should note that there are two transfer stations at Stoney Drift and Orange Groove. Furthermore, domestic refuse is collected on programmed days in front of residents’ homes and medical waste is to be collected by Waste-tech and not to be mixed with garden or domestic refuse; as it could prove to be very hazardous.
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
