EMERGING CONTRACTORS TACKLE CITY HALL FACELIFT
There is currently a hive of activity at the City Hall complex as emerging contractors, including women, race against time to spruce up the City Hall in time for the upcoming ILGM (Institute of Local Government Management) Conference which is to be held in the city from 2 - 4 June.
The conference is expected to attract approximately 700 delegates from all over South Africa to the city, and will also attract a few international visitors as well.
In order to speed up the process of the renovations, the project was broken down into a number of smaller projects for which contractors tendered. This allowed the work to be approached on a number of different fronts at the same time.
The renovations at the City Hall complex included the replacement of certain roofs, gutters and downpipes, painting of roofs, painting of exterior walls, painting of interior walls, repairs to the security system, repairs to toilets and certain electrical works to the main auditorium and stage area.
The total cost of the project is estimated at R 1000 000 of which R500 000 was made available on the Capital Budget and R500 000 from the Vuna Award.
The overall project was managed by the Building Maintenance Branch of the Architectural Division of the Directorate of Development Planning.
