The Flood Relocation Project of R41,025 for the calculation of two remaining flood lines in
Duncan Village has been completed.

Operating Expenditure is lower than budget due to a staff vacancy and reduced output as a
result of reduced capacity.

The following challenges had a negative impact upon BCMM'’s ability to perform its Disaster
Management function:

o Disaster Management remains largely reactive due to the limited capacity of the
centre; and

¢ Risk Reduction is undertaken on an ad hoc basis as requests are received. BCMM’s
response is based on the availability of resources at the time.
